Product service life

The service life of the product is 7 years. It is
not recommended for use after 5 years of
storage from the date of manufacture
without first checking at an authorized
service center (see the date of manufacture
on the label).

The official warranty period is 4 vyears,
subject to registration of the instrument on
the official website http://neolaser.pro, and 2
years without registration.

For commercial use of the tool and for
business purposes, the warranty period is 1
year.

List of critical failures

- do not use if there is strong vibration

- do not use the charger with a broken or
exposed electrical cable

- do not use if smoke appears directly from
the product body.

Possible erroneous actions of personnel
- do not use outdoors during rain

- do not turn on if water gets into the housing

Limit state criteria

- the electrical cable of the charger is frayed
or damaged

- the product body is damaged

Type and frequency of maintenance

- It is recommended to clean the tool from
dust after each use.

Storage

— must be stored away from sources of
elevated temperatures and exposure to
sunlight;

— during storage, sudden temperature
changes must be avoided; storage without
packaging is not allowed.

- store in the manufacturer’s packaging in
warehouses at an ambient temperature of
-15°C to + 40°C and a relative air humidity of
no more than 80%.

- while working with power tools, do not
allow children and unauthorized persons
close to your workplace. If you are
distracted, you may lose control of the
power tool.

Purpose

intended for operation without the constant
presence of maintenance personnel.
Electrical safety

-The charger plug must fit into the power
socket.

Penetration of water into a
power tool increases the risk of electric
shock.

Human safety

-be careful, watch what you are doing, and
start working with power tools thoughtfully.
Do not use power tools while tired or under
the influence of drugs, alcohol or
medication.

Do not assume an unnatural body position.

Using and handling power tools

range. Do not operate a power tool if the
switch is faulty. A power tool that cannot be
turned on or off is dangerous and must be
repaired.

Keep power tools out of the reach of
children. Do not allow persons who are
unfamiliar with the power tool or who have
not read these instructions to operate the
power tool.

- Take good care of power tools and
accessories. Check the perfect function and
operation of the moving parts of the power
tool and the absence of breakdowns or
damage that negatively affects the function
of the power tool.

When performing work in which working
tools or screws may touch hidden electrical
wiring, hold the tool by insulated surfaces.

Safety instructions for working with long
bits

-Always start drilling at low speed, with the
tip of the bit touching the workpiece.

- only press in a straight line towards the bit
attachment and do not press excessively.
Bits can break and cause loss of control
resulting in personal injury..

Additional safety instructions
ATTENTION! In the “Drilling” mode, the
torque control clutch is locked and the drill
produces maximum torque!

Avoid biting the working attachment (drill,
auger, etc.) to avoid damage to the tool and
injury.

-Hold the power tool firmly. When tightening
and loosening screws/screws, short-term
high reaction moments may occur.

- secure the workpiece. The workpiece is
held more securely in a clamping fixture or
vice than in your hand.

-use appropriate metal detectors to find
pipes hidden in the wall.

Contact with electrical wiring may result in
fire and electric shock. - wait until the power
tool comes to a complete stop and only then
release it from your hands. The accessory
may become jammed, which may result in
loss of control of the power tool.

- If the battery is damaged or used
improperly, gas may be released.

The battery may catch fire or explode.
Provide fresh air and if you have any
complaints, consult a doctor. Do not open
the battery, because there is a risk of short
circuit.

Sharp objects, such as a nail or screwdriver,
or external force can damage the battery.
This may result in an internal short circuit,
fire with smoke, explosion, or overheating of
the battery.

Charging the battery (see fig. D)

Use only chargers specified in the technical
parameters. Only these chargers are
suitable for the lithium-ion battery of your
power tool.

Note: Due to international shipping
regulations, lithium-ion batteries are shipped
partially charged. To ensure maximum
battery power, fully charge the battery
before first use.

To charge the battery:

-remove the battery from the drill by
pressing the lock (8)

- insert the charger plug into the battery
-insert the charger plug into a 230V network
-charge for 1.5-2 hours

Battery Installation

Insert the charged battery into the socket
for the battery until it clicks.

Removing the Battery

To remove the battery, press the battery
latch and remove it without using any force.
Tips for optimal battery handling

Protect the battery from moisture and water.
Store the battery only in temperatures
between -15°C and 40°C. Do not leave the
battery in the car in the summer.

From time to time, clean the battery
ventilation slots with a soft, dry, clean brush.
A significant reduction in operating time after
charging indicates aging of the battery and
indicates the need to replace it.

Assembly

- before starting maintenance work,
changing tools, etc., as well as during
transportation and storage, remove the
battery from the power tool.

Replacing the working tool (see Fig. A)

- before starting maintenance work,
changing tools, etc., as well as during
transportation and storage, remove the
battery from the power tool. When the switch
(8) is not pressed, the drilling spindle is
fixed. This allows you to quickly,
conveniently and simply change the working
tool in the drill chuck. Open the
quick-release chuck (1) by turning it in
direction of rotation 1 until the working tool
can be inserted. Insert the tool.

By hand, tighten the keyless chuck sleeve
tightly in direction 2, and the drill chuck will
automatically lock.

Removing dust and chips

Dust from certain materials, such as lead
paints, certain types of wood, minerals and
metals, can be harmful to health.

- ventilate the workplace well.

- it is recommended to use a respiratory
mask with a P2 class filter.

- Observe the current regulations for the
materials being processed.




Working with the tool

Turning on the power tool, installing the
battery

Insert the charged battery into the foot of the
power tool until the battery is securely
seated.

Setting the direction of rotation (see Fig. B,
C)

- Operate the rotation direction switch (7)
only when the power tool is stopped.

The direction of rotation switch (7) can be
used to change the direction of rotation of
the power tool. However, this is not possible
if the switch (8) is pressed in.

-Forward rotation: To drill and screw screws,
move the rotation direction switch (7) all the
way to the left, see Fig. B

-Left rotation: To loosen and unscrew
screws/screws and unscrew nuts, move the
rotation direction switch (7) to the right until
it stops, see Fig. C

Setting the operating mode
Drilling

Set the torque setting ring (2) to the Drilling
symbol.
Twisting

Set the torque setting ring (2) to the desired
torque. The scale shows the conditional
distribution torque.

Turn on/off

To turn on the power tool, press the switch
(8) and hold it pressed. The LED (5) lights
up when the switch (8) is lightly or fully
pressed and allows you to illuminate the
work area when there is insufficient general
lighting. To turn off the power tool, release
the switch (8).

Battery status indicator

The battery status indicator is used to
monitor battery status and alert you when
the battery is low.

The procedure for determining the charge
level is as follows:

3 indicators - charge 100%

2 indicators - charge less than 65%

1 indicator - charge less than 25%

If the battery charge level is low (25% or
less), charge the battery or replace the
discharged battery with a fully charged on
Setting the speed

The speed of the switched-on power tool
can be smoothly adjusted by changing the
pressing force on the switch (8).

When you press the switch lightly

The power tool operates at low speed. With
increasing pressing force, the number of
revolutions increases.

Mechanical gear selection

Important! Operate the gear selector (4)
only when the power tool is stopped.

1st gear: low speed range for working with
drills with large diameters or for screwing in
SCrews;

2nd gear: high speed range for working with
small diameter drills.

Always shift the gearshift all the way.
Otherwise, the power tool may be damaged
and may not be repaired under warranty.
Automatic spindle locking

When the switch (8) is not pressed, the
drilling spindle, and thereby the chuck (1), is
fixed. This allows you to screw in screws
even when the battery is dead or use a
power tool as a screwdriver.

Directions for use

- install the power tool on the screw only
when it is switched off. Rotating tools may
slip. Before driving large, long screws into
hard materials, pre-drill a hole with a
diameter corresponding to the internal
diameter of the thread, approx. 2/3 of the
screw length. An auxiliary tool can be used
to remove the socket bit or the universal
socket bit holder.

Torque setting (twisting mode)

Using the torque setting ring (2), you can set
one of 20 torque levels. After reaching the
set torque, the rotation of the replaceable
tool stops.




Maintenance

- before starting maintenance work,
changing tools, etc., as well as during
transportation and storage, remove the
battery from the power tool. If switched on
unintentionally, there is a risk of injury. To
ensure high-quality and safe work, keep
power tools and ventilation slots clean.

Warranty service and repair of power
tools

If a power tool fails during the warranty
period due to the fault of the manufacturer,
the owner has the right to free warranty
repairs, subject to the following
conditions:

— absence of mechanical damage;

— no signs of violation of the operating
manual requirements

— presence in the operating manual of the
seller's mark on the sale and the buyer’s
signature;

— correspondence between the serial
number of the power tool and the serial
number in the warranty card;

— no traces of unskilled repairs.

Warranty obligations do not apply to:

1. For an instrument with damage and
malfunctions caused by force majeure
(accident, fire, flood, lightning strike, etc.).
2. For a tool with damage or malfunctions
resulting from operation in violation of the
instructions, as well as as a result of natural
wear and tear of components and parts due
to excessively intensive use of the tool.
3.After the warranty period expires.

4. For mechanical damage to the product,
chips, cracks, including damage to the
power cord.

5.When opening/repairing the product
outside a specialized service center.

6. On a tool that has: darkened or charred
wire insulation (under the influence of high
temperature); simultaneous failure of all
stator windings.

7. The effects of adverse atmospheric and
other external factors on the product (rain,
snow, high humidity, heating and high
temperature, low temperature, aggressive
environments) - corrosion of metal parts,
severe contamination of the tool, both
external and internal.

8. For consumables, spare parts that have
failed due to normal or natural wear, chucks,
chuck keys, spindles, electric brushes,
bearings.

9. For damage caused by mismatch of
power supply parameters or power surges.

10. For products that were operated with
worn-out, damaged cutting tools, without the
required maintenance, using consumables
of inadequate quality, in violation of
maintenance and routine maintenance
schedules.

11. In the event that the inattention or
negligence of the operator, who missed the
primary signs of a defect (possibly
manufacturing), led to the need for complex
complex repairs.

The subject of the warranty is not the
incompleteness of the product, which could
be identified during sale.

12.Claims from third parties will not be
accepted.

13. All types of repairs and maintenance are
carried out by qualified personnel of
warranty repair shops.

Routine maintenance work on the tool is not
included in the list of warranty services and
is paid according to the price list of the
organization carrying out the specified work.
14. At the end of its service life and
long-term storage of more than 5 years, it is
possible to use the tool for its intended
purpose if its condition meets safety
requirements and the tool has not lost its
functional properties. The conclusion is
issued by repair shops.

Disposal

End-of-life power tools, accessories and
packaging should be returned for
environmentally friendly waste recovery.
Dispose of power tools separately from
household waste!
